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Through a world café setting, this session aims to highlight the
critical role of diverse voices in fostering inclusive and effective
water governance across borders.

Participants will engage in 3 dynamic rounds of questions to
explore the unique challenges and contributions of civil
society, in particular youth in transboundary water
cooperation.

Together we will try to figure out how to integrate these
perspectives into diverse decision-making processes, ensuring
more equitable, resilient, and sustainable water management
practices.
